Statement

The Palestinian House of Poetry Condemns the Arrest of the Poet, Murad Al- Sudani by the Israeli occupation

In an unprecedented action, the Israeli Occupation Forces arrested the Poet and the Journalist, Murad Al- Sudani, the Managing Editor of Al-Shu’ara Magazine.

The arrest took place after the Israeli Occupation Forces incursed into Al-Nasher Printing Institute, in Al-Bireh city, in which Poet, Al-Sudani was present to supervise the printing of the 20th issue of Al-Shu’ara quarterly magazine.

Until the moment of date of this statement, the Israeli Occupation Forces is still declining from providing any clue and any sort of information on the destiny of Mr. Al-Sudani.

The Palestinian House of Poetry, exposed and being subject to a number of Israeli shelling military operations and incursions during the last two years, appeal to all Arabic and international humanitarian institutions to denounce this brutal act and to invest all efforts and on all levels and through different means to secure the release of Poet, Murad Al-Sudani and all Palestinian prisoners, and moreover to stress the need for protecting the Palestinian people from the viciousness of the Israeli Occupation.

In this respect, Poet, Al-Mutawakel Taha, President of the Palestinian House of Poetry, stresses the fact that the occupation’s policy aiming at paralyzing the different aspects of the Palestinian lives, mainly the closing down of cultural institutions, arresting its staff, would not succeed in achieving its goals.

Poet, Taha added that the Palestinian intellectuals, who experienced the brutality of the Occupation for the past 36 year, will not allow this aggression to affect their mounting strive for cultural development and their determination to struggle against the Occupation.

The Palestinian House of Poetry, represented by its President and its Advisor, the Poet, Ghassan Zaqtan, and all poets and writers and its friends in Palestine and worldwide, reaffirms its strongest condemnation for the brutality of the Israeli Occupation and reaffirms the Palestinian legitimate right for fighting against the Occupation and demanding the release of Poet, Murad Al-Sudani and all Palestinian prisoners in Israeli prisoners. 
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
